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A “Galactic Network” was envisioned by a J.C.R. Licklider of MIT where people can connect and look up information from any where and everyone can access computer programs.  He was the first to lead the research program at DARPA in 1962.  After he left, this vision was passed down to others that stayed on to work at DARPA.  Along with the developments of packet switching, which had been proven to be more efficient than circuit switching by Kleinrock, the ARPANET was in place by 1972 using NCP as its protocol.  For arbitrary networks to be installed, a more flexible protocol than NCP was needed.  Kahn and Cerf worked together in the first makings of TCP/IP in 1973.  It is important to note that the “killer application” for the internet was email.  With that, and other benefits, the internet has revolutionized the world and brought down physical barriers to allow a freer flow if information, friendships, products, and ideas. [1]
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
